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Guidelines for Submitting Photographs

Photos selected to run in the Jax Air News must meet three standards: Clarity, Identification, and most importantly, Interest.

1. Clarity – Most digital cameras on the market today capture images at a default resolution of 72 Dots Per Inch (dpi). This means that for every inch on the picture, there are 72 pixels that make up that image. An image with a resolution of 72 dpi is ideal for web pages because they load quickly and are small in terms of file size. However, for an image to retain its sharpness on a printed sheet of newspaper, a resolution of no less than 300 DPI is required. Below is an example of how two images of the same size with different resolution settings would appear in the paper:

Photos sent to the Jax Air News for publication must be 300 dpi or they will not be considered. Check with the owner’s manual that came with the camera to change the resolution setting.

2. Identification – It’s a big thrill for lots of people to see their pictures in the paper. Giving your hard-working Sailors and families the recognition they deserve for all their work means a great deal in terms of morale. With that in mind, make sure the photograph you submit has complete identification of the people in it. Also, be sure the person’s name is spelled correctly. Include in this order: Rank (See Article Guidelines) and warfare qualification in parentheses – example (SW/AW), First and Last Name (No Nicknames), Command and Job Title. Be sure to tell what the person is doing in the photo as well. Here’s an example of a correct cutline:

AW1(SW/AW) John Smith, VP-1 leading petty officer, leads a group through stretching exercises during morning physical training.

3. Interest – This is the most important aspect to consider. A photo will always draw a reader to that story. Don’t give them a boring shot to look at. If the article is about a workcenter that won a recent award, instead of submitting an image of the workshop crew standing in formation, make the photo show those Sailors at their jobs.  Group shots are boring. Always think “action” when taking photos. A great example of shot variety and interest is the October issue of All-Hands Magazine: the Any Day in the Navy issue. 

Finally, Always keep Safety in mind in regards to photos. Photos showing Sailors in violation of safety regulations will not be printed.
